There are approximately ____20,000____ earthquakes every year around the globe.

They occur as the tectonic plate move around. Three types of interactions between plates as they move around: 
· Sliding past one another - transform boundary

· Running into one another - convergent boundary
· Moving away from one another - divergent boundary

What are the different types of damage to man made structures and the earth resulting from earthquakes?  
_Liquifaction   A process by which water-soaked sediment temporarily loses strength and acts as a fluid, like when you wiggle your toes in the wet sand near the water at the beach. This effect can be caused by earthquake shaking.

Ground motion    is the movement of the earth's surface from earthquakes or explosions. It is produced by waves that are generated by sudden slip on a fault or sudden pressure at the explosive source and travel through the earth and along its surface.

Surface faulting is  displacement (when something moves from its original position) that reaches the earth's surface during movement along a fault. Commonly occurs with shallow earthquakes. 

A landslide is a movement of surface material down a slope.
