RESFPIRATION:

e tiny openings called stomata

e opposite of photosynthesis

e sugar and oxygen are produced

e green plants trap light

e water vapor is lost through stomata

¢ stomata open during the day

e takes place in cells with chlorophyll

e oxygen, carbon dioxide, & water vapor
e energy is released from food
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GAs EXCHANGE:

e light energy is used to make food

e gases are lost by diffusion

e water and carbon dioxide are produced
e stomata are closed at night

e carbon dioxide and water combine

e energy is stored in food

e light energy used for chemical reactions
e opposite of respiration
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
